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PREFACE.

Our aim throughout this book, intended primarily for
use in the Cape Technical College, has not been to treat
extensively the subject of Afrikaans as language but to con-
fine ourselves to the needs of students preparing for the
various stages of the National Commercial, and Civil Ser-
vice Examinations in Afrikaans.

The requirements of those, who have to sit for the
various examinations in this subject held by the South
African Railways and Harbours, have also been borne in
mind and it is sincerely hoped that, despite its imper-
fections, the book will be of some assistance to those who
desire to become bilingual.

It must be remembered at the outset, that only such
rules, as are considered necessary for our purpose, have
been included and the work must not therefore be consider-
ed as a treatise on Afrikaans Gramimar.

- We believe that the exercises and reading-lessons included
in this work, supplemented by similar exercises and
conversation on the part of the teachers concerned, will
eliminate the necessity of a class reader in the preliminary
stages. :
