Two major events in the ite nineteenth century lead to the establishmer of the town
Krugersdorp in 1887. The first event was lii ed to the British annexation of the old

| independence and freedom by stacking a cairn. This cairn played an imp tant role in
the location of the newly established town. The role of the cairn an the annual
national festivals at the Paardekraal Monument, which was erected over the original
cairn, in the development of Afrikaner nationalism and the social-cultur. ictivities of
the Afrikaans speaking community gives significance to the national ssembly of

1881 in the history of Krugersdorp.

The discovery of gold on the Witwatersrand in the early 1880’s was the cond event
that had an influence on the establishment of Krugersdorp. The proclar tion of the
farms Paardekraal and Luipaardsvlei as public diggings in 1886 nec sitated the
establishment of a town to serve the newly proclaimed gold fields. Ont" request of
the owner of the farm Paardekraal, M.W. Pretorius, the new town vas named
Krugersdorp afier the president of the South African Republic (Zuid-. _tikaansche
Republiek), Paul Kruger. The first stands in Krugersdorp were sold by p lic- auction
on 31 October 1887. The early developments of Krugersdorp were overshadowed by
the political turmoil over the political ﬁghts of the many foreigners on1  gold fields
of ° Witwatersrand.

The discovery of gold and the influx of people from : over the world to the
Witwatersrand contributed to the multi-cultural population that characterized
Krugersdorp since its early days. Krugersdorp developed within a few decades from
a public digging to a major mining town and industrial node on the West Rand.
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the white population during the first decades in the history of the town. The
unfolding of Afrikaner culture gathered momentum in the 1920’s with the
development of a national awareness of own values and Afrikaner nationalism. The
opportunities for organized ¢ ural activities in the Black, Indian 1d Coloured
communities were limited by a lack of facilities and the perception, r  ly from the
white population, that the culture, customs, belief and artifacts of thes  ommunities
were primitive or barbaric. The intrinsic values of the cultural activities of the Black,
Indian and Coloured communities were not recognized as part of the national
heritage. The Black, Indian and Coloured communities were very poor. In their
struggle for survival in the urban economy of Krugersdorp, they lack ir latives from

within for cultural development.

The thesis gives an overview of municipal management, the devel nent of an
infrastructure and residential areas and the rendering of municip: services in
Krugersdorp in the period 1903-1993. Analysis of the social-cultural development of
the town in the same period includes the social economic development of
Krugersdorp, festivals, performing arts, sport and sport facilities, religion, education,
crime and judicial services. Cultural diversity was expressed in social life, cultural

organizations, tradition and cultural activities.
