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Opsomming 

Die probleemvraag vir hierdie studie is ,"'n ondersoek wat geloods is na die ervaring van 

intermedierefase-opvoeders ten opsigte van die implementering van inklusiewe onderwys in 

hul skole". Eerstens is 'n literatuuroorsig oor die implementering van inklusiewe onderwys in 

Suid-Afrika en oorsese lande gedoen, wat aangetoon het dat daar wisselende menings 

daaroor bestaan, en dat die onderskeie lande wisselende sukses daarmee behaal het. Die 

empiriese navorsing wat daarna oor die onderwerp uitgevoer is, was kwalitatief van aard, om 

te bepaal wat die ervarings van die opvoeders in die George-omgewing is rakende die 

implementering van inklusiewe onderwys in hul skole. 

Die resultate van die empiriese ondersoek het aangetoon dat die opvoeders verskeie 

hindernisse self ervaar in die implementering van inklusiewe onderwys in hul skole, onder 

andere die groot diversiteit van leerders in hul klasse wat baie tyd en individuele aandag 

verg, 'n groot aantal faktore wat striemend op die leerproses inwerk, gebrek aan 

ouerbetrokkenheid, onvoldoende ondersteuningsmateriaal om in die spesiale behoeftes van 

leerders te voorsien, en veral 'n beleefde gebrek aan kennis en vaardighede by die 

opvoeders om leerders met spesiale leerbehoeftes te identifiseer en gepaste ondersteuning 

aan hulle te bied. 

Die studie is afgesluit met 'n samevatting en aanbevelings.

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Summary 

The problem statement for this study is, "an investigation towards the experience of 

intermediate phase educators in the George district of the implementation of inclusive 

education in their schools". Firstly a literature review was perfomed on the implementation of 

inclusive education in South Africa and overseas, which revealed a diversity of opinions 

about the implementation of inclusive education, and that the various countries experience 

varying demands and successes in the implementation thereof. The empirical research 

performed thereafter was qualitative in nature, to explore the experience of intermediate 

phase educators in the George district of the implementation of inclusive education in their 

schools. 

The results of the empirical research indicate that the educators experience various barriers 

themselves regarding the implementation of inclusive education in their schools, inter alia a 

great diversity of learners in their classes which puts demands on their time and attention to 

those learners , a number of factors that hamper the learning process, lack of parental 

involvement, insufficient learning support materials to fulfil the needs of learners, and most of 

all the experience of a lack knowledge and skills in themselves to identify and support 

barriers to learning in learners.
