Now users can take the sound
recordings to their individual listening stations where they
can control the system and move the record from track to
track.

Why would you want to?

1. You can renew your books from your library record. If you do it electronically you don’t have to carry all
those heavy books to the library.

2. You can activate your reading history (this is a list of all the books that you have read - starting from the
date that you have activated the list). This is helpful when you want to compile a bibliography and can't
remember which library books you have used.

3. You can set up e-mail “Alerts” that will mail a list of new books on the topic of your choice to you every
week.

Manuals are available on your library record.
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
